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The new drinking and driving law

The new drinking and driving law came in to effect on September 20, 2010.
Below are the details:

If your blood alcohol concentration is 0.05 to 0.08
(This is the ‘WARN’ range for breath samples tested with a roadside screening device).
The first offence:*

Immediate 3-day driving ban; $ 200 fine

Possible 3- day vehicle impoundment (minimum $ 150)

$ 250 driver’s license reinstatement fee
That adds up to at least $ 600 for a first offence.
The second offence:*
Immediate driving ban of 7 days. $300 fine and
possible vehicle impoundment,
you will be out-of pocket by at least $ 760.
The third offence:*
Immediate 30 -day driving ban
$ 400 fine
30-day vehicle impoundment-minimum $ 700
Enrolment in the Responsible Driver's Program- $ 880
Ignition Interlock installed for 1 year - $ 1,730
$ 250 driver’s license reinstatement fee
Total for a third offence in a 5 year period is at least $ 3960

If your blood alcohol concentration is over 0,08
This is the FAIL range for breath samples tested with a roadside screening device. FAIL and you can
expect to face:

Immediate 90 -day driving ban; $ 500 fine

$ 250 drivers license reinstatement fee

30- day vehicle impoundment -minimum $ 700

Responsible Drivers Program — $ 880

1-year Ignition Interlock $ 1730*

Total for a FAIL is at least $ 4,060

Possible criminal charges and any iegal fees,

Court ordered fines or penaiiies

* 2- and 3- year ignition interlock for second and subsequent offences.

If you’re in the Graduated Licensing Program (GLP)

(means “N” or “L")

If you are a GLP driver with ANY amount of alcohol in your body, BC's zero tolerance policy results in
GLP-specific consequences. AND, on top of these penalties, if you blow a WARN or FAIL you are also
subject to all the consequences described above.
